Greetings in peace from Toronto, 
multiethnic city in the North America, 

With the extension of COVID-19 
the difficulties continue in church, 
evangelism and ministry in 2020. We 
are continuing with regularly meetings 
and ministries online, but it is evident 
that our motivation has decreased and 
many have become exhausted. Espe-
cially for those who are financially 
struggling, dedication and thoughts 
for the community have diminished. 
Furthermore, we are experiencing a 
sense of crisis since individual ethnic 
churches are experiencing challenges 
within their field of ministry and so 
this makes the multiethnic mosaic 
ministry difficult in coming together as 
a union to work together.

Nevertheless, we are thankful be-
cause we see are seeing results of the 
Gospel that we have worked so hard 
to spread. At the New Life Festival 
last year, Sister A accepted Jesus as 
Christ and from then on, we had Bible 
study at Tim Hortons with Kim and 
Lee couple for many months. Due to 
the lockdown from COVID-19, we 
continued Bible study through zoom. 
Last month, with Kim and Lee and 
those who prayed for A, we had the 
most precious time where we prayed 
and baptized A at the Lake of Ontario. 
After the baptism, when we all placed 
our hands on sister A and prayed with-

in the Holy Spirit, we experienced 
a strong presence of the Holy Spirit 
towards A which excited us with ex-
pectations of God’s desperate wish and 
plans for her future. Please pray that 
Sister A will continue to grow in faith 
and will become a loved leader for the 
Persians and that her husband and son 
and daughter will be saved in the name 
of Jesus Christ.

Furthermore, we had the opportunity 
to share the Good News with a Turkish 
man last month. He immigrated long 
ago and because he had an open heart, 
he was able to accept Jesus Christ as 
Saviour. We wish to have Bible study 
at his home with the vision to reach out 
to Turkish people. Although we were 
not able to follow to have meeting due 
his elderly Muslim mother, we believe 
that with prayer God will open the 
way. We ask for prayers regarding M 
and his mother N.  Recently, through 
outreach, we were able to meet Soma-
lian people. I specially chatted with M, 
who runs a Somalian restaurant, and I 
look forward to continuing our conver-
sations so that we can approach more 
Somalian Muslims.

Through God’s compassion and 
grace, I hope that we will endure and 
thrive during this difficult time and 
faithfully continue on the path that 
God has laid out for us.
